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Resources you will need:
For the Bucket and spade: 1 bucket with spade or bucket alone. Explore the shape, size and perhaps fill with water and pour out. Feel the difference in weight when bucket is full to when it is empty. 
For the Sun, cream: 2 different sun creams to smell and feel to smell. If you have two of the same sun creams this will still work but emphasis 1,2, bottles. 
For the beach ball: 1 ball. Create a game of rolling, throwing etc. 
For the shells: 3 separate shells. Explore the shape and size. Hold up to your ear. What do you hear? 
For the flip-flops: 2 flip flops (a pair). Emphasis 1,2, flip flops separately and explore the shape. Where do they go? Who wears them?  





Instructions:
1. Have the above resources ready.
2. Allow your child to scan sheet and select the picture they want (you will know the best way from them to communicate their choice to you).
3. Once they have selected the picture click on it. This will then take to the number. Allow them to explore the resource linked to the picture and number, emphasising how many there are. For example 1 sponge, or 1,2, arm bands ect. The exploration is a reference and engagement but we are looking at the number and amount of objects we have. Like literacy, feel free to find the numbers in PODD books similarly to letters. 
4. Once you have finished exploring that number, click on the number on the screen and it will take you back to the choosing sheet. Repeat the above. 
There is no time limit on this activity. The main thing is their engagement, communication and exploration. If they only communicate once or twice but with intent and you feel it is time to stop than that is fine. Like the cliché saying, it is quality not quantity!
