Comparing and Measuring Length
	Comparing and Measuring Length Outdoors
Collect natural objects of various lengths and order them from shortest to longest or measure their length using a ruler.

Extension: Find an item longer than/shorter than a given length e.g. 10cm. Use ruler to help.   
	Non-standard units of measurement:
Look through the powerpoint  ‘Length Introduction’, then have a go at measuring the legnth of some household objects using non-standard units of measurement e.g. paperclips, lego blocks, hand spans as shown in the powerpoint. 

Have a go at measuring the length of the crocodiles in the worksheet available using your child’s choice of non-standard unit. 
Alternatively, order them from shortest to longest or find one longer than/shorter than another.

	Estimating length with Lego
.[image: ]Lego is a great way to introduce pupils to the world of measurements.   
Materials you’ll need:
· Lego blocks
· Markers
· A sheet of paper
· Items to measure
To begin, create three columns labelled: 
Item, 
Prediction, 
and Result. 
Write down the item name in the appropriate column. You could draw a picture of the item for children or show them a symbol. Go through each item and ask for a prediction before performing the measurement. When it finally comes time to measure, stack the lego blocks until you reach the height of the object. Write the result, and you’re done!
To extend this activity:
Use a ruler or tape measure to record the height / length of the lego or the objects. How many cm’s are they?

	Estimating & Measuring circumference
[image: ]
 
In this activity, apples will be used to practice pupil’s math skills of estimation and measurement. You will need:
· An apple
· A ruler 
· Scissors
· Yarn or string
Place the apple in front of your child. Let them hold the apple to ascertain its circumference. Encourage pupils to cut the yarn to a length that would wrap around the apple. This will require estimation. Use a ruler to see how many cm’s the apples circumference is. 
To extend this activity:
Use other round objects of varying sizes and estimate the amount of string needed for each measurement.
When you've done various objects line up the strings in order from shortest to longest.
Can you use a ruler to tell / read the circumferences?

Impressionism 
Please look at the painting ‘Irises’ by Vincent Van Gogh. 
[image: ]Talk about what you can see in the picture, the colours used and encourage your child to express an opinion (e.g. like/don’t like). 
Encourage your child to create their own interpretation of the painting using their choice of art material available at home.

	Science
Cooling and Freezing
•    Experience differently shaped and scented ice cubes e.g. blue food colouring with peppermint essence, rose water and pink colouring, clear with almond essence.  
•    Make ice cubes in bags, balloons and trays.
•    Use all available senses to explore ice cream.  Make sorbet e.g. by simply freezing grape juice.  
•    Explore making jelly by cooling in a fridge.
•    Make and explore coloured ice cubes on paper.  Watch them melt.  Use glitter and paint or food colouring to identify the trail made as they melted.  Contrast frozen jelly cubes with non-frozen.
•    Freeze a selection of common foods and objects e.g. water, chocolate, coins, wood, plastic box.  Note the effects.  Do they change or stay the same?  Predict if they will return to their original form on melting?  Make a chart to represent the predictions and the results.
•    Explore the effects of freezing on different materials.  Predict how materials may react.  Note any changes e.g. the water pushed the lid off the Tupperware box, the egg white has changed.  Look at the materials every two minutes to see how quickly they thaw and what happens to them as a result.  Record which objects thaw the quickest and suggest how the process can be speeded up.
