	Literacy
	Shared reading: Miffy at the Seaside
Shared writing: Sentence starter: ‘Miffy likes…’ 
1. Write the sentence starter at the top of the page 
2. Encourage children to select a symbol or look at the story to find something that Miffy likes.  Use this to complete the sentence
3. Each take a turn to identify something that Miffy likes (always beginning with the sentence starter, ‘Miffy likes…’)
4. When everyone has had a turn, read the sentences aloud.
Independent writing: Provide opportunities for independent mark making every day. Use a range of writing tools, e.g. pencils, chalk, crayons, paint, using fingers, etc.
